Clearing and Forwarding : The documents in respect of the carriage of foodgrains

etc. such as bill of loading, railway receipts etc. will be: delivered to the
contractor/s at the Head of Office, Daman, for the purpose of clearance of the
foodgrains etc. and immediately on arrivals of the foods, shall make necessary
payment to Port Trust, Railway freight etc. The actual expenses made by the
contractors in connection with the clearance as stated will be refunded to the
contractor/s by the Collector, Daman on his/their submitting a bill thereof with
all relevant vouchers. No separate charges of commission in additional to the
actual expenditure incurred by the contractor shall be paid to the contractor/s
shall also stitch the torn bags, whenever necessary and shall clean all the
sweeping of the foodgrains and fill it in gunny bags supplied by the Collector,
Daman or the actual cost of the bags shall be reimbursed on production of the
voucher.

The contractor should get surveyed all the slack or damaged bags and obtain the
necessary survey reports from the concerned Railway Station Master and submit
the name of this Collectorate within one month from the date of arrival of the
wagons, along with statement showing the numbers of Railway receipt, number of
bags slack, failing which the contractor will be held responsibility for the losses
cause on this account. The foodgrains which are delivered by local FCI Depots,
shall be taken on 100% weighment from them.

Clearance and removal of the goods from premises of ports or railways will have
to be made within the grace period allowed by the respectively Port or Railway
Authorizes. Under no circumstance claims for damages overtime etc. incurred by
the contractor/s for delay in lifting the material will be entertained by the
Collector, Daman, subject to unforeseen circumstances and events beyond the
control of the contractor.

The contractor/s shall delivered the materials within the time limit mentioned in
the respective work order(s) failing which the contractor/s shall be liable to pay a
sum of Rs.500/-(Rupees five hundred only) per days as damages for not delivering
the goods or time until delivery is completed.

In the event the delay stated in Clause-6, above contained use for 5 consequent
days and more than, Collector, Daman, reserve his right to clear, handle and
transport the goods by itself and without giving any notice to the contractor/s. In
such cases, the contractor shall have no right to claim any loss or compensation
from Collector, Daman. On contrary the Collector, Daman reserved the right to
recover any extra expenses incurred in clearing the goods by its own arrangement
as also annual the contract altogether and forfeit the Security Deposit, without
any notice to the contractor.

Before lifting the foodgrains bags from the FCI Depots, the contractor should
ensure that no substandard grains as well as torn and worn out bags are
lifted/transported. If substandard grains or worn out bags found, those should be
rejected on the spot and only consumable and good grains in sound and tight bags
should be lifted/transported. If by chance any such bags were
lifted/transported, the contractor will be liable to take them back to the FCI
Depots and get the replace by gaod ones at his own cost and risk.

Restriction of Work : If at any time, during the execution of the contract, the
Collector, Daman, for any reason whatsoever does not require the whole or any
part of the work specified in the tender to be carried out, it shall give notice in
writing-of the fact to the contractor/s, who shall thereupon have no claim to any
payment or compensation whatsoever, on account of any profit or advantages
which he might have deserved from the executive of the work or works.

In the event the
contractor doing so the Collector, Daman reserved rights to remove such persons
from the work no responsibility shall be accepted by the Collector, Daman, for the
delay caused in the completion of the work by such removals. The contractor's
shall pay fair and reasonable wages to workmen employed by him in the works
undertaken under this contract. In the even of any dispute arising between the
contractor and his workmen on the ground that the wages paid are not fair and
reasonable the dispute shall referred to the Collector, Daman, who shall decide
the same and his decision in such cases shall be conclusive and binding on the
contractor(s). Any delay because in the completion of the work as a result of the
said dispute, it shall be entirely the responsibility of the contractor.

Payment to contractor(s) shall be made by crossed cheque A/c payees.

Acceptance of conditions of these tenders shall be compulsory on all tenders
before tendering for work. Any tender who does not agree to the above
conditions may not submit his/their tender.

All disputes between the parties here to arising out of his contract or in relation
here to or regarding the interruption of any Clause thereof for the decision of
which no express provisions has herein before been made, shall be referred to
the sole arbitration of the Collector, Daman or a person nominated by him in this
behalf for a decision and his decision shall be final and binding on the parties, the
provision of the Arbitration Act, 1940, for the time being in force shall be
applicable to such reference.
