Sub: Illegal use / display of wild animals in laboratories/museums of
Schools/Colleges-reg.

Wild Life Crime Control Bureau (WCCB) is a statutory body constituted under the Wild
Life Protection Act, 1972; for combating wildlife crime in the country. This is to inform that
acquisition or possession of wild animal (any animal specified in Schedules I to TV of the Act)
without the previous permission in writing of the Chief Wildlife Warden of the state or the Officer
authorized; is an offence against the Act. Capturing or injuring or killing of a wild animal is
hunting and prohibited under law. Contravention of these provisions carries punishment up to 7
years of imprisonment or fine or both. For any violation, the Head of the school/college concerned
shall be déemcd to be guilty of the offence and shall be liable to be proceeded against and punished
accordingly.(Copy enclosed)

In continuation to the above, the Central Board of Secondary Education, New Delhi has
also circulated a letter No.CBSE/ACADE/E0/2012 dated 9% October, 2012 to all the heads of
Institutions affiliated to CBSE for immediate discontinuation of use of specimen of f)i;mts & -
animals listed any schedule of Wildlife Protection Act, 1972 and live animals as exhibits in

This mtter is to be taken very-'ﬁa'{dﬁsiy No-school 'wd-l keep. aity exhibits of anima.-l’sfﬁlams listed under the act.
These include pitcher plant, cnrais frogs, snakes, birds, reptiles or any parts of them including skeletons, bones,
foetus, feathers and skins. The (;BSE Regional Ofﬁcers may also inspect schools. Any school with specimens
that are illegal will be open to legal action by appropriate authorities under the WLP Act 1972 which is non
bailable. For a list of plants/animals prohibited undér the Wildlife Protection Act, please refer to the website
http:www.envfor.nic.in/legis/wildlife/wildlifel/htral. This list of plants/animals included in Schedule I to
Schedule VI in the Wildlife Exbtection. Act, 1972 is also attached hereby as an annexure. The schools are

advised not to use threatened plants or animals (such as corals, shark, frog and starfish) for teaching. Instead
virtual images or models may be used.

It has also been brought to our notice that some CBSE affiliated schools are keeping live/captive animals as
exhibits for the children. According to the Central Zoo Authority, no animals can be kept for exhibition as this

will amount to the schools being a zoo and this is not allowed without CZA permission.

It is once again brought to youﬁ notice that all the live animals kept speéiﬁcally for exhibition for the children

need to be immediately removed. The prohibited animals include guinea pigs, rabbits, ducks, hamsters and

white mice.

Al the same ume. it is 1o be recognized that schools require gpecimens of plants and ammals representing
yarious groups of diversity to serve as study material for Biology students. {For this purpose. gpecimens ol
common plants 4nd animals may be utilized, taking care that no specimens of threatened speeies listed under the

WLP Act are kept or displayed in the school.
This may be treated as most urgent and be brought 10 the notice of all concerned
